Life in Fort Mill 
We have settled in to our new temporary home.  We live in a wonderful neighborhood located just min-

utes away from Morning Star Ministries (and the World Outreach Center, in the opposite direction) on 

the old Heritage USA grounds.  

 
Our weekly schedule consists of classes Tuesday through Friday for three 

hours in the morning.  (While we are in class, the kids do their school work 

in another room.)  Afternoons and evenings are filled with prayer times, 

home groups, and outreach ministry.   We are learning so much that will 

help us better minister and live in another country.  So far, we have cov-

ered topics like World Missions, Ministering in the Gifts of the Holy Spirit, and Cross Cul-

tural Communications.   Upcoming subjects include Personal Discipleship, Inner Healing, 

Team Ministry, and Family Relationships, just to name a few. 

 
We are enjoying being apart of this internship and the World Outreach Center.  We are 

building relationships that we know will last a lifetime.

From Mexico to New York! 
Yes, that’s right!  We are headed south of the boarder, and then to the Big Apple.  Part of our internship includes “field 

training”.  We are going to Juarez, Mexico and New York City to share the Gospel, minister to others, and to learn!  Our 

whole family will be taking part in these times of ministry.  The first trip, to Mexico, is scheduled for November 10-19.  

We will be in New York from December 2-6.    

 
We ask that you pray for us during these times, and also for the people of Juarez and New York.  We are believing that 

God is going to do great things during both of these trips! 

 

Ghana 
We have been blessed with this opportunity to become better equipped for ministry, but the more we learn, the heavier 

our hearts become for the nations of West Africa.  God is renewing and strengthening the vision and calling He has 

given us for these Nations. We are anxious to return to Ghana, and to impart to them what we are receiving here.  The 

people of West Africa are hurting and lost.  They are longing for the Father’s love, and need someone to share it with 

them. 

 
If we are to reach our goal and return to Ghana in early in 2011, we must raise the rest of our monthly funding in the 

next few months.  As it stands, we need $2775 more in monthly support.  We have generously been offered frequent 

flyer miles which will cover most, if not all, of our airfare.  This means the funds needed for moving to Ghana has dra-

matically decreased!  We praise the Lord for this!!  

 
Would you prayerfully consider partnering with us on a monthly basis?  If ninety two more people commit to $30.00 a 

month, or forty six people commit to $60 a month, our goal is met. Perhaps you can commit to $30 or $60.  Perhaps the 

Lord would ask you to give more.  Perhaps He would ask you to give less.  The amount is not as important as your obe-

dience.  Any amount that the Lord would have you give will be blessed and will stretch to meet the need.   

 
We want to thank those of you who have partnered with us both through prayer and financial support, and we want to 

thank those of you who are considering partnering with us.  We cannot go with out your help.  Thank you for allowing 

us to be your hands and feet in Ghana.
